The Connecticut inventor David Bushnell called his submarine the Turtle because it resembled two large tortoise
shells of equal size joined together. The watertight hull was made of 6-thick oak timbers coated with tar. On
September 6, 1776, the Turtle targeted the HMS Eagle, flagship of the British fleet. The submarine was supposed to
secure a cask of gunpowder to the hull of the Eagle and sneak away before it exploded. Unfortunately, the Turtle
got entangled with the Eagle’s rudder bar, lost ballast and surfaced before the gunpowder could be planted.
